How to set Sumatra as default XPS viewer on Windows

1. Open Settings > Apps > Default apps.

. Click the Choose default apps by file type link.

3. Scroll down to find .xps (XPS File), and click the button on the right side to select a different
program as default.

4. Select 'Sumatra PDF' from the list to set it and click the option 'Switch anyway'.
